Site placement staff will support Fellows by 
· Orientating Fellows to site policies and resources

· Provide Fellows with a class list and seating chart

· Confirm that you have sufficient textbooks for Fellows (if applicable) 

· Modeling good teaching strategies

· Sharing  expertise in teaching methodologies and classroom management 

· Providing the Fellows with feedback and suggestions for improvement, address students' reactions, communication tips, classroom management ideas, and strategies to involve more students
· Agreeing on strategy for classroom management or discipline, and following strategy 

· Advise Fellows about  students; help them figure out how best to teach all students.

· Help fellows with administrative issues like copying materials and taking attendance.

· Enforce students' understanding that Fellows are not attorneys and cannot give legal advice on personal issues.

· Provide feedback on the law students during CCLI staff site visit
Fellow Expectations/Commitment 

· Be on time and fulfill all agreed upon obligations

· Follow site policies and resources

· Respect site placement staff expertise 

· Act on site placement feedback and suggestions for improvement

· Treat site placement staff and students with dignity and respect 

· Layy the proper foundation before using classroom activities, with a minimal use of lecture

· Regularly make use of small group work, case studies, mock hearings, opinion polls, games, and other interactive law-related strategies

· Involve community resource people in the classroom, when appropriate

· Provide you site placement staff in advance with copies of teaching materials or handouts 

· Teach accurate state law and practice, using current issues and examples.

· Move students to examine and defend their views as well as to articulate views that they do not hold.

· If working in a team, the Fellows should share the workload equally. Differences in style or approach should not be distracting to the students.
